Plumbing/Electrical/Construction Upgrade for the Gustavus Community Preschool
Purpose and Need
The Gustavus baby boom in the last few years has invigorated the need for a pre-school facility.  With a vision of providing all Gustavus children with pre-kindergarten learning opportunities, a group of parents have incorporated the Gustavus Children’s Enhancement Program. We have filed non-profit paperwork and raised enough money to hire a qualified teacher to work with the nine currently enrolled students.  The Chatham School district has donated an annex building on school property.  Parents have worked hard in transforming the building from a storage unit to a creative learning environment.  While the building is functional the preschool would greatly benefit from the following three capital improvements.

There is a tiny bathroom with one sink in the building.  We would like to extend the existing plumbing into the main room and construct a kitchenette/clean up area.  This new space would have a small oven/stove for cooking activities and a large sink at kid height (think nine pre-schoolers cleaning up after finger-painting).  A new 220 volt outlet would is needed for the oven/stove unit.  This new facility would ease congestion in the current bathroom. (Imagine four kids washing hands in the bathroom sink when another kids needs to pee, NOW).

The water for the preschool is tied into a line running from the post office to the main school building.  The junction is currently un-insulated and prone to freezing.  We are requesting additional funds to upgrade the water system to adequately protect it from freezing.
There are two doors (as required) on the building.  The main entrance has a ramp with adequate railing.  The other entrance has a steep staircase with one railing.  We are requesting funds to upgrade the second entrance with a 10’ x 12’ deck leading to a staircase with adequate railings.  The deck would also have railings and would serve as outdoor classroom space in nice weather.

These capital improvements will benefit the current batch of pre-schoolers as well as the growing group of up and coming Gustavus children.

Request

The city of Gustavus is requesting funds necessary to;

1. Plump, wire, and construct a clean up/kitchenette facility in the Gustavus Community Preschool.
2. Upgrade the water system to protect it from freezing.
3. Construct a deck and stairway at the second entrance to the school.

A certified plumber and electrician will be hired to insure the quality of the pipes and wires.  Parent volunteers will construct the kitchenette and deck with purchased materials. 
Business Plan

The City of Gustavus will be the responsible party and will bid the projects to; 

a. Extend plumbing and electrical service to the new clean up area and upgrade water connection.
b. Solicit bids for delivery of needed material for construction of deck, stairway, and counter
